B13 Open Category cars over 2000cc, four-wheel-drive (including all Land-Rover
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models and derivatives and normally aspirated Ford Sierra 4x4 models) that do
not qualify for Class WR1,;

WR1 Any 4-wheel-drive car based on a current or former World Rally Car and any 4
wheel-drive car with an actual engine capacity over 2800cc;

Historic Cars will be in two categories

Category H1 Cars first registered and homologated before 1st January 1968, complying
with MSA Technical Regulations H271,269,270,264,276, & H283 to H312;
Historic Cars Category H2 & 3

H2 Cars first registered and homologated before 1st January 1974, complying
with MSA Technical Regulations H283 to H312;
H3 Cars first registered and homologated between 1st January 1975 and 31st

December 1981, complying with MSA Technical Regulations H283 to H312.

All vehicles must comply with 2009 Technical Regulations (GR C(b)7 to C(b)26, H262 to
H282, C(c), C(e)9 to C(e)14, and be taxed and insured for the public highway.

Particular notice should be made of the legal requirements for registration number

plates these will be checked at Scrutineering and any non compliant cars will be

turned away.

Application has been made to the MSA to approve the modification of GR C(b)19 in
respect of fuel, subject to the following conditions: Fuel other than that conforming to
definition of pump fuel in the 2009 MSA Technical Regulations may be used on this event.
However, any fuel used must NOT exceed the specification set in Appendix J of the FIA
International Sporting Code, Article 252(9.1).

Competitors should note that where individual championship regulations have previously
specified a requirement for the use of Pump Fuel then these requirements cannot be
modified by this event. Contenders in any such championships should therefore continue
to conform to the championship fuel specification stated for their championship entry to be
valid.

Note: Co-Drivers may drive on road sections provided he/she has declared this
intention at singing-on and has the necessary insurance cover.

H137 modified as follows:
For the purpose of determining the notional time to be given to a crew who have
not been able to cover a stage in the normal manner due to the normal running
of the stage being stopped, the four categories of vehicles (Historic 1,1400cc,,
Historic 2 & Open) in this rally will be treated separately. The notional time for
competitors in each of the three categories will correspond to the slowest time
set by a competitor in one of those categories up to the moment of interruption.
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21. SOS AND OK BOARD

GR H148 - Competitors MUST carry an A4 size white board with a red SOS on one side
and a black OK on the other. In the case of an accident where urgent medical attention is
required, where possible the red SOS sign should be immediately displayed to the
following cars. Any crew which has the SOS sign displayed to them or sees a car which
has sustained an accident where both crew members are seen inside the car but is not
displaying the red SOS sign, shall immediately and without exception stop to render
assistance. All following cars must also stop. The second car at the scene shall proceed to
inform the next Radio Point. Subsequent cars shall leave a clear route for emergency
vehicles. Any crew that is able to but fails to comply with the rule will be reported to the
Clerk-of-the-Course who may impose penalties.

In the case of an accident where medical intervention is NOT required, the OK sign must
be clearly shown by a crew member to the following vehicles and to any helicopter
attempting to assist. If the crew leave the vehicle, the OK sign must be displayed so that it
is clearly visible to other competitors.

Each competing car must carry a red reflective triangle which, in the event of the car
stopping in a Special Stage, must be placed in a conspicuous position at least 50 metres
before the cars' position, in order to warn following drivers. Any crew failing to comply may
be subject to a penalty at the discretion of the Clerk-of-the-Course. This triangle must be
placed even if the stopped car is off the road.

The Road Book shall contain a page giving the accident procedure. Any crew retiring from
the rally must report such retirement to the organisers as soon as possible, save in the
case of force majeure. A phone number will be given to all crews and messages may be
sent by text, giving car number, location and reason for retirement. Any crew failing to
comply will be subject to a penalty at the Clerk-of-the-Course's discretion.

Competitors who misuse the SOS and/or OK board, will be penalised and may be
reported to the MSA for further penalty.

22. REFUELLING

There will be no fuel on sale in the main service area.

The Official Refuel Zone will be located within one mile of the Main Service Area, which will
be on the route after each main service, and will be available form either Garwood
Motorsport or Vital Equipment supplying both 99 octane MSA spec fuel and 102 FIA spec
SUNOCO fuel, please note only Vital Equipment will be able to supply WRC control

fuel. Fuel should be pre-ordered by contacting either Kevin Garwood on 01242 620122 or

The onus is on the competitor to order their fuel from one of the above suppliers before

the rally, We the event organisers will not be involved in this process in any way. Refuelling
of rally cars must at all times be in accordance with Health & Safety Guidelines.
Competitors are reminded of all safety regulations, especially GR C(c)77-100. The
following Health & Safety statement MUST be shown to all your personnel.

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If in the case it appears that the slowest time represents a complete anomaly,
the next slowest time may be retained (and so on until the 5th slowest time).
However no crew that is totally or partially responsible for the interruption may
benefit from this measure. If they finish the stage they will be given the time that
they actually recorded even if this is greater than the time awarded to other

crews.

H148 Penalties for not stopping at the scene of an incident where SOS is displayed or

9. ENTRIES

A34(c): Parents or guardians of competitors under 18 years of age MUST be present

at signing-on to sign the entry form, with proof of identity, withessed by signing on

staff. (C(a)19 and H20). Drivers under 18 must be co-driven by a competitor aged 18

or over.

The entry list opens on publication of these Supplementary Regulations and closes on
Wednesday 7th October 2009. (GR C(a)57(d). The organisers reserve the right to refuse
any entry (MSA GR C(a)59a).

The entry fee will be:

Your cheque should include payment for
Auxiliary Service Pack (£25), Insurance premiums (£27.30), North Wales Car Club

Entries will be accepted strictly on a first-come, first-served basis. The maximum number
of starters for the event is 180, the minimum is 125. Should the minimum not be reached
the organisers reserve the right to cancel the event (GR C(a)57(f)), amalgamate classes
(GR C(a)57(g)), or reduce competitive forestry mileage.
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There will be a suitable time gap between all categories.

18. ROUTE

The total route will be approximately 180 miles in length, including 5 (five) special stages
totaling approximately 45 miles on private property. Such sections will be timed to an
accuracy of less than one minute under the supervision of a MSA approved Timekeeper.
The route will use OS 1:50000 Landranger maps, sheets 115 and 116 latest editions.
Equivalent 1:25000 maps will be allowed - Explorer nos 264 & 255, Outdoor Leisure maps
17 & 18.

Subjective route notes as supplied by Brian & Liz Paterson are authorised for this event.
No other notes are authorised (penalties per MSA GCR H155). The onus is on the
competitor to order and pay for their own route notes from the supplier in good time
before the rally, to be posted directly to the competitor. For contact details see separate
advertisement within these regulations. The organisers accept no liability for

any errors or omissions in the route notes or maps supplied.

Competitors will be supplied with all route information with their Final Instructions. Basic
Stage Maps will be included in the road book. Pine Lodge competitors Map Books
containing route information can be ordered from Direct from PINELODGE MAPS.

One Service Vehicle Pack per competing car is included in the entry fee and will be
distributed at documentation on receipt of a completed Service Vehicle registration form
(which will be sent with Final Instructions). One Auxiliary (Management) Service Pack per
competing car is available at a fee of £25 and includes a PINELODGE Map management
book. Competitors are required to order and pay for the Management Pack before the
closing date for entries (see ASR 7) this will be distributed at documentation on receipt of
a completed Auxiliary Service Vehicle registration form (which will be sent with Final
Instructions).

Competitors are reminded that the organisers may set up checks in accordance with GR
H140.

19. CONTROLS AND TIMING

The event will run on the Target Timing System (GR H194 to H211). At Stage Starts the
marshal will instruct the competitor that he/she is next to start. The start will be signalled
by traffic lights which will go from RED (15 seconds to go) through AMBER (5,4,3,2,1
seconds to go) finally to GREEN at the start time. In the event of equipment failure, the
start procedure will revert to the manual system that is described in MSA GR H152 to
H154.

All Service Areas will have an IN and OUT control and a Target Time will be specified
between these controls. The section between In and OUT controls will be marked as a
Road Section. Passage Controls will be indicated at certain points in the Road Book in
order to collect Time Cards from competitors or for other purposes (e.g. results
collection/distribution, noise check, scrutineering). No times will be recorded at these
controls but a competitor failing to stop at a Passage Control will be deemed not to have
visited the control and incur the relevant penalty per SR H212.

20. EMERGENCY AND SAFETY COVER

All Special Stages will have in attendance a Doctor and/or Rally Rescue Unit. Mandatory
safety radio points will be marked in the Road Book along with medical cover for each
stage. All stages will be attended by registered recovery vehicles.
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preferred time for reporting to scrutineering a time schedule will be sent with Final
Instructions and competitors must make every effort to adhere to this to prevent
congestion. All competitors must have signed-on by 2130 hours 16th October 2009. Any
competitor having not presented their car for scrutineering, or notified the organisers of
any delay, by this time may have their place allocated to a reserve entry. North Wales Car
Club renewals or new applications may be made with the entry and new cards will be
issued at signing-on.

16. SERVICING

Two categories of support vehicle will be permitted:

[a] Service Vehicles any light or medium-sized vehicle, including 4x4.

[b] Management Vehicles any saloon car or its' estate equivalent, any small van based on
a saloon, certain MPV or 4x4 vehicles subject to approval by the organisers. Roof racks
and trailers are NOT permitted.

Each Service and Management Vehicle must be registered at signing-on giving its make,
model and registration number, together with the name of the Driver, before a Service or
Management Plate will be issued. The use of a Service or Management Plate on any
vehicle not registered is an offence for which the penalty of EXCLUSION may apply.
Service Vehicles will be required to follow a prescribed Service Route for the duration of
the event and any other area is deemed OUT OF BOUNDS. Service Vehicle crews may
only service competing cars within the bounds of the specified Service Areas (GR H233).
Service Areas will only be accessible by Service and Management Vehicles bearing the
official Plates clearly displayed to the front of the vehicle. Trailers will not be permitted in
the Service Areas while operational.

Management Vehicles will be required to follow a prescribed Management Route for the
duration of the event and any other area is deemed OUT OF BOUNDS. The Management
Vehicle Route will allow Management Crews to attend to their competitor at specified
points along the route between Special Stages.

Competitors may work unassisted on their own cars in “No Service Areas” as allowed in
GR H235 to H238.

A competitor receiving assistance contrary to these SR's, or whose Service or
Management Vehicle is observed in an Out of Bounds area will be penalised in
accordance with GR H212(n).

All Service Areas will be under the supervision of a Safety Officer, who will be a Judge of
Fact regarding Health & Safety matters. Smoking or any form of open flame (e.g. cookers)
will not be allowed in Service Areas to reduce the possibility of igniting fuel vapours.
Offenders will be reported to the Clerk-Of-the-Course and will be penalised in accordance
with GR H212 and/or H239 up to Exclusion.

17. ORDER OF STARTING

Seeding will be conventional and will be at the organizers discretion based on past
performances by the Driver, as a Driver. Seeding will be based on information given on the
entry form, which will be checked against event results available from other sources. The
event will use the BTRDA numbering system 1400cc competitors will be allocated
numbers starting from 201, and Open Category competitors will be allocated numbers
starting from 1.

Historic competitors will be allocated numbers with Cat. H1 starting from 301 and Cat. H2
and H3 starting at 350. Cat. H1 will run ahead of the field with Cat. H2 and H3 running
between the 1400cc and Open categories.
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Only entries properly completed, on an official entry form and accompanied by the
appropriate fee, will be accepted. Entries will not be accepted by telephone. However,
electronic entries will be acceptable in accordance with GR A31. E-Mail may be used for
any other correspondence, including (wherever possible) acknowledgement of entries to
the nominated person as indicated on the entry form.

Included in the entry fee is a Rally Service Vehicle route instruction book and 'Service'
plate. The competitor pack includes Tulip Road Book with Stage Maps (not Pinelodge
Maps competitors map book) these may be ordered direct from Pinelodge maps. (SEE
ADVERT).

Changes of crew members or car entered after submitting entry must be notified in writing
(e-mail accepted) to the Entries Secretary. (MSA GR A60(l)).

Any cancellations/withdrawals must be in writing (e-mail accepted) and will be
acknowledged. In the event of cancelled or withdrawn entries refunds will be made as
follows (GR C(a)59(a)): Cancelling/withdrawing before the closing date Full refund
(cheque will not be banked). Cancelling/withdrawing after the closing date - £25 charged,
remainder refunded. Refunds will be made as soon as practical after the event.

Team entries (3 cars, not more than one to be 4WD, at least one to be 1400cc) will be
accepted at signing-on for an entry fee of £15 per team. Crews may be members of more
than one team.

10. INSURANCE
The organisers have applied to Lockton Motor Sport Risk Services for a blanket Cover
Note under the Motor Sport Clubs scheme, this will provide competitors who needs to use
the scheme with Third Party cover necessary to meet RTA requirements on all sections not
defined as Special Stages of the event. Under the Lockton scheme we are able to provide
cover to ALL competitors requiring it whether or not they hold an existing NES scheme
letter. NES approved competitors are accepted under this scheme.
The basic rate for the event (before any loadings) is £27.30, and can be paid at signing-on.
New applicants wishing to use the scheme must be able to comply with all points of the
following declaration:

[2] I have not had more than one fault accident in the past three years

[3] I have no more than six speeding points on my licence

If able to comply with all points above simply the sign the Declaration form for Insurance at
Signing-on. No Letter of Acceptance will be issued.
If unable to comply with any of the above points contact the Entries Secretary for a
Declaration Form, complete the form and forward it direct to Lockton, 19, Spring Gardens,
Manchester, M2 1FB Tel 0161 828 3300) prior to the event, allowing sufficient time for a
Letter of Acceptance to be issued. Faxed copies are acceptable fax number 0161 828

Important Note: For those competitors who transport their vehicle to and from
events, there is a legal requirement to have RTA Insurance cover for your vehicle in
addition to the Lockton Insurance. Most event Insurance Cover notes do NOT come
into effect until half an hour before the first car is due to leave the start of the event,
which in our case will be 0800 hours on Saturday 17th October 2009. As you would
be required to present you car to a Noise Test and then to Scrutineering you may be
required to drive on a public highway, before the Insurance is valid, the Lockton
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Insurance will NOT cover you.

Should you retire or become excluded from the event you could find yourself without
adequate insurance in this scenario, as once out of the event, again the Insurance cover
provided by Lockton would not cover you because you would no longer be a competitor
on the event. Make sure you are properly insured before you leave home. If you have a
NES letter that has a loading then you must also complete the Declaration Form.

These will include Road
Book and Service/Management Information (if ordered and paid for), all information will
also be available in electronic format within the competitors area of the website. To gain
access, each competitor will be given a password. Entries received after the closing date
will NOT be sent the roadbooks, these will be made available at signing-on, however all
information will be available in the competitors area of the website.

Final instructions and Entry List will also be posted on our website on Thursday 8th
October 2009.

All other or further written instructions bearing the signature of either the Clerk-of-the-
Course, Deputy Clerk-of-the-Course, Secretary of the Meeting or Safety Officer will be
deemed to be official instructions and will have the same force as these SR's.

13. VEHICLE PREPARATION AND SAFETY

Competitors attention is particularly drawn to the MSA Vehicle Regulations for Special
Stages all competing cars must comply with the current regulations in full throughout the
event.

14. VEHICLE NUMBERING

Competitors are required to ensure that identification plates are kept as legibly clean as
possible during the event. All number plates and registration plates must be legible when
on the public highway. Registration plates must comply with the Law. Each competitor
must provide a clear space above and below the door numbers to enable any on-event
advertising material to be displayed, event sponsors logos must be displayed.
Competitors are reminded of the legal spacing requirements of registration number plates.
